Tes~imonla~ to Profess~ C~roth.--Two years ago, when the ' Zeitschrlft 
fiir Krystallographie und Mineralogle, '  founded in 1877 by Professor 
Paul Groth, completed the twenty-fifth year of publication, various 
mineralogists in different countries felt that  such an epoch provided 
a fitting opportunity for commemorating the invaluable services which 
Professor Groth has rendered to mineralogy and crystallography by his 
init iat ion and continuous editorship of that  journal, which now extends 
to thirty-nine volumes. Accordingly, Professor IV[. H. N. Story-Maskelyne, 
Professor V¢ ~. 5. Lewis, Mr. L. Fletcher, and Professor H. A. Miers, formed 
themselves into a Committee, and charged themselves with the pleasant 
task of bringing the well-wishers of Professor Groth in different parts 
of the world into touch with each other. The letter, sent out by tha  
secretaries on December 6, 1902, met with a hea r ty  response, and a 
su/~iclent sum of money was obtained to enable the Committee to com- 
mission Professor Eduard Griitzner, o f  ~Iunich, to paint  a portrai t  of 
Professor Groth. The picture, together w i t h  the following letter from 
Professor M. H. ~T. Story-~Iaskelyne, the Chairman of the London 
Committee, was formally presented to Professor Groth at Munich on 
Apri l  30, 1904.

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To the memory of Professor Antonio D'Achiardi (1839-1902) there 
has been issued a volume representing the work done, during the year 
1903, in the Mineralogical Laboratory of the University of Pisa. The 
volume (Pisa, 1903, 173 pp. and 6 plates) consists of a collection of 
eleven mineralogical and petrographical papers, by Professor Giovanni 
D'Achiardi (his father'ssuccessor at Pisa), Dr. Ernesto Manasse, and 
Dr. Piero Aloisi, which have already appeared in the ' Atti della Societ~ 
Toscana di Scienze ~Taturali.' Earlier in  the same year there was also 
published a report of the commemoration service, together with a portrait, 
biogTaphical notice, and list of papers of the late professor. 

An instance of the inconsistencies which may readily arise in the 
statement of mineral localities is noted by Professor V. Uoldschmidt 
(Zeits. Kryst. Min., 1903, vol. xxxviii, p. 498). The locality of certain 
highly modified crystals of pyrites from Hungary has been variously 
stated as: (1) Porkura in the Csetr£s mountains, (2)Csetr~s, (3)Kis- 
Alm~s. These all refer to the same spot, which is situated in the valley 
of the Szlatyin brook near to the villages of Porkura and Kis-Alm£s (but 
within the boundaries of the latter) in Comitat ttunyaa, Transylvania.
